Slaithwaite Co-operative Limited is
now set up !

Registration of the business has
been completed and we

now have a legal organisation
which can open a bank account,
apply for grants, employ staff etc
Thanks to Co-operatives UK for
their help with this.

Work on our business plan is in
full swing and it will be ready for
viewing at the public meeting to
be held on 29th May.

An agreement is being drawn up
for the purchase of the fixtures
and fittings, and a lease for the
premises is being finalised with
the landlord.

Applications for grant money have
been made to Local Food grants
(www.localfoodgrants.org) and the
Development Trusts Association,
with further grant possibilities be-
ing explored.
